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     The Assessment process for academic year 2007-2008 has been complicated.

 For one year (April 2006-August 2007), the Freshman Orientation Course was housed in a new division, the Comprehensive Learning Center(CLC) with a new director. This director disallowed most of the assessment instruments and processes that had been in place. The director substituted a list of program goals for all entities in her area.
     Before the CLC was created, the program goals had been:

           To teach students the policies, procedures and terminology associated with

           To teach students the skills and behaviors that lead to academic adaptation to

               university life

           To teach students the rudimentary skills of analyzing an academic text

           To ensure continued student satisfaction with the topics in the freshman

               orientation course

     After comment from the Assessment Office in early 2006, I re-stated the goals in terms of student learning:

             Students will demonstrate a knowledge of policies, procedures and terminology

                 associated with  Cleveland State University

             Students will demonstrate the skills and behaviors that lead to academic

                 adaptation to university life 

             Students will demonstrate the rudimentary skills of analyzing an academic text

             Students will express continued satisfaction with the topis in the

                 freshman orientation course

In  AY 2006-2007, the former assessment strategy was abandoned and a new set of goals developed and written in isolation by the CLC director; this was true of the assessment report of May 14, 2007.  A month into the Fall 2007 term the director left; a new permanent director was appointed in December. 

During the AY 2007-2008, the one instrument used to generate data for 2006-2007 was not used. I returned to the use of the pre/post-test that had been in place for almost a decade.
