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	Introduction/Context.  The MSHS Program was begun in 1998.  The five outcome goals represented in this document were articulated for the program.  They were reviewed in 2006 by the Program Advisory Committee, which consisted of three Department faculty, and retained as the appropriate measure of the program’s learning objectives.  Since its inception, the program has rotated the directorship through six people.  Dr. Mary Milidonis completed her term as Director on May 15, 2008.  Dr. Susan Bazyk has now assumed that position.  It shares 10 full-time faculty with other programs in the Department, but has none dedicated to the program.  All of the program directors have been borrowed from other programs to assume the administrative duties of this program.  Progress in reviewing the curriculum has been steady but slow as a result of these factors.

CSU entered into an agreement with Tri-C to implement a collaborative program with the Physician’s Assistant (PA) Program.  Students enroll in the MSHS program and the PA Program at Tri-C simultaneously so that they can earn a newly required master’s degree as they complete the PA curriculum.  The first cohort of fourteen students began taking classes in the MSHS program in Summer 2007.  Within three years three cohorts will be enrolled in the three-year program.  This will produce a large increase in students (up to 50 per cohort) in time.  Several of the MSHS standard courses were changed or modified to meet the needs of the PA students.
The MSHS program promotes and implements engaged learning, in keeping with the emphasis placed on this methodology in the Department.  Evidence of engaged learning in this document is italicized for easy recognition.
